
Geranium oil acquires essential ingredientFriday, 06 June 2008  After intensive research, Rutgers University in New Jersey has discovered a germplasm that provides the key to producing essential oils which will meet the expectations and standards of the international markets.  Comparisons cultivated in Rwanda, Zambia and Madagascar were compared with samples from Reunion Island, China and Egypt. While the distillation process and equipment play a role, ASNAPP researchers have confirmed that environmental factors do indeed have an impact on the quality of oil. Results were published in the Journal of Essential Oil Research and indicate that the selection and introduction of a specific strain is one of the key factors to obtaining high quality essential oils. 
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
